Mark Azure is Chippewa Cree-Dakota and Tsimshain and grew up on two reservations – first on the Rosebud Indian Reservation in South Dakota and on the Warm Spring Indian Reservation in Central Oregon where his parents worked for the Bureau Indian Affairs and Indian Education.  He attended the Oregon School for the Deaf, apart from anyone familiar with the Indian World.  Because of this, Mark didn’t practice any Native American traditions until 1995 when he first experienced the Deaf Native American Conference in Albuquerque, New Mexico.   Since 1995, he has found rebalance and regained his Indian Spiritual and cultural involvement.
